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COMMITMENT TO COLLABORATION



The Entity and any provider participating in the tender process governed by this tender document either as a tenderer, bidder, and/or contractor shall act in accordance with the principles established in the Public Procurement Act.

They therefore are obliged to cooperate with the OSCE and the Multisectoral Council Responsible for Monitoring Public Procurement Contracts at all times, according to their powers, and to report suspected cases of fraud, collusion, and corruption among the Entity servants and the providers and other stakeholders participating in the contracting process. 

Similarly, they shall inform to OSCE and to INDECOPI’s Commission for the Defense of Free Competition of any signs of anticompetitive conducts that may arise during the contracting process, as established in Legislative Decree N° 1034, "Act for the Repression of Anticompetitive Behavior", or any act replacing it, and in other rules on this matter.

The Entity and any provider participating in the tender process governed by this tender document either as a tenderer, bidder, and/or contractor shall allow access to information requested on public contracts, provide testimony, or respond to any inquiries to the OSCE and the Multisectoral Council Responsible for Monitoring Public Contracts, among other forms of cooperation with these agencies.

GENERAL PROVISIONS OF THE SELECTION PROCEDURE

CHAPTER I
STAGES OF THE SELECTION PROCEDURE






1.1. REFERENCES

Any reference to the word "Law" in this document shall be understood to mean Law No. 30225, the Public Procurement Act, and any reference to the word "Regulation" shall be understood to mean the Regulation of the Public Procurement Act approved by Supreme Decree No. 350-2015-EF.

The above-referred regulations include their respective amendments, when appropriate.


1.2. CALL FOR BIDS

The call for bids will be published in SEACE in accordance with the provisions of Article 33 of the Regulation, on the date indicated in the schedule of the selection procedure, including the tender documents and the executive summary. 


1.3. REGISTRATION OF PARTICIPANTS

The registration of participants takes place from the day following the call for bids until before the start of the presentation of tenders, uninterruptedly. In the case of bids submitted by a consortium, the registration of one (1) of its members shall suffice.

The registration of tenderers is free of charge and is carried out online through the SEACE. 

Suppliers interested in participating in this selection procedure must register as participants and have their registration in the RNP in place, in accordance with the purpose of the tender.  
 

	Important

	
· To register as a participant in selection processes called for by Peruvian Government Entities, suppliers are required to be registered in the National Registry of Suppliers (Registro Nacional de Proveedores - RNP) of the Public Procurement Supervision Agency (OSCE).  For more information, see: www.rnp.gob.pe.  

· Suppliers wishing to register as participants must access SEACE using their SEACE Certificate (user and password) and follow the instructions outlined in the “Guide for the electronic registration of participants” published in www.seace.gob.pe.     

· If a supplier’s registration in the RNP is not in effect and/or if a supplier has been disqualified or suspended to participate as tenderer, bidder or contractor, SEACE will restrict registration, the supplier being allowed to try again to register their participation in the selection procedure at any time, within the timeframe established for the registration stage, provided that the supplier has obtained the validity of its registration or that the sanction imposed by the Public Procurement Tribunal is no longer in effect.




1.4. QUERIES AND OBJECTIONS REGARDING THE TENDER DOCUMENTS

Any participant may formulate queries and objections regarding the tender documents within the period established for this purpose in the schedule of the selection procedure, which cannot be of less than ten (10) working days counted from the day following the call for bids, pursuant article 51 of the Regulation.

Objections to the tender documents for alleged violations to contract rules or other norms related to the purpose of the contract must be duly supported. 

Participants will formulate their queries and objections to SEACE online using the form established for this purpose and may attach a supporting document if they consider it pertinent.


1.5. RESPONSE TO QUERIES AND OBJECTIONS REGARDING THE TENDER DOCUMENTS

The response of the selection committee to the queries and objections formulated will be notified simultaneously to tenderers through the SEACE on the date designated for this purpose in the schedule of the selection procedure, within a period that shall not exceed five (5) working days counted from the expiration of the term established for the submission of queries and objections.

[bookmark: _Hlk519516175]Responses will address the reasons that motivated the queries or objections. In the case of objections, responses shall indicate if the objection has been accepted, it is partially accepted, or if it is rejected.  

	Important

	Queries and objections that are not submitted online will not be answered. The selection committee should not include provisions that exceed or are inconsistent with the clarifications required and/or the alleged transgressions raised by the participant.




1.6. REFERRAL OF RESPONSES TO QUERIES AND OBJECTIONS TO THE OSCE 

Within three (3) working days following the notification of the responses given to queries and objections, participants who disagree with the responses received may request that their queries and/or objections are referred to the OSCE so that this agency issue the  corresponding pronouncement, in the following cases: 

a) When the response of the Selection Committee to a query is considered contrary to regulations on public procurement or other supplementary or related regulations associated with the selection procedure or with the purpose of the contract. 

b) When the response of the Selection Committee to an objection is considered contrary to regulations on public procurement or other supplementary or related regulations associated with the selection procedure or with the purpose of the contract. 

The OSCE decision regarding any objection raised will be notified to participants through  SEACE within seven (7) business days counted as from the day after the OSCE has received the complete documents associated with such objection.


	Important

	· The request to refer to OSCE the responses to queries and objections that are questioned will be submitted to the Entity, which must send the complete corresponding file to OSCE on the business day after receiving such request.

· Submitting malicious or manifestly unfounded questionings to the responses given to queries and/or objections constitutes a violation subject to sanctions, as provided for in article 50 of the Law.






1.7. INTEGRATION OF THE TENDER DOCUMENTS

The integrated tender documents, which are the final rules governing this selection process, are published on the SEACE on the date established for this purpose in the tender schedule.

The tender documents may not be questioned through any other means or amended by any administrative authority, under the responsibility of the Head of the Entity, except for the supervision actions of the OSCE. This restriction does not affect the competence of the Court to declare the process void due to deficiencies in the tender documents.

The Selection Committee may not continue with the processing of the selection procedure if it has not published the integrated tender documents on the SEACE, under penalty of the nullity of subsequent actions, as established by article 52 of the Regulation.  

	Important

	· In the case that OSCE has issued pronouncement, within four (4) business days following the publication of the integration of the tender documents, participants may request the OSCE to deliver an opinion on the implementation of the pronouncement, in accordance with paragraph 8.2 of Directive "Supervisory actions at the request of one of the parties".

· In the case that the OSCE has not issued pronouncement, participants may request the OSCE at any time to deliver an opinion on the matters subject to questioning when they consider, based on duly sustained grounds, that the integrated tender documents do not reflect the matters clarified and/or specified in the response to queries and objections, in accordance with paragraph 8.8 of Directive "Supervisory actions at the request of one of the parties", within the period provided therein.             





	Warning

	In accordance with article 52 of the Regulations, the Entity is responsible for incorporating in the integrated tender documents the modifications made as a result of queries, objections, the implementation of the OSCE pronouncements, as well as the modifications required by OSCE within the framework of its supervisory actions, as the case may be. In case that no queries and/or objections are submitted and no supervisory actions are carried out, the integrated tender documents must coincide with the text of the original tender documents. The selection committee cannot make any modification to the tender documents based on  assumptions other than those indicated herein.





1.8. INSTRUCTIONS FOR BID SUBMISSION

The documents submitted with a bid must be in Spanish language or, failing that, must be accompanied by a non-official translation indicating the name of the translator and including the translator’s signature, except for any technical supplementary information contained in brochures, manuals, catalogues or the like, which may be submitted in the original language.  The bidder is responsible for the accuracy and truthfulness of such documents.  

Bids shall be submitted in writing, in duly numbered pages, and in one (1) single sealed envelope.

The required sworn statements, templates, or forms that make up the bid must be duly signed by the bidder. The other documents must be initialed by the bidder. If the bid is submitted by a legal entity, the bid shall be signed by its legal representative, proxy, or the representative appointed for such purpose. If the bid is submitted by a natural person, it shall be signed by this person or by his proxy.  



The financial offer must include all taxes, insurances, transportation, inspections, tests, and, if appropriate, labor costs, in accordance with the applicable regulations, as well as any other item likely to have an impact on the cost of the goods to be procured, unless the bidder is legally exempt from paying any of such costs in which case the respective taxes shall not be included in the bid.   

The full amount of the financial offer and its subtotals shall be expressed with two decimals. Unit prices may be expressed with more than two decimals.

1.9. PRESENTATION AND OPENING OF BIDS 

The presentation of bids will be carried out in a public ceremony, with the presence of a notary or justice of the peace, at the place indicated in the tender documents and on the date and time indicated in the tender schedule.

The bid may be presented by the supplier himself or by a representative, no formality being required for this. 

	Important

	The members of a consortium may not submit individual bids or integrate different consortiums bidding in the same selection procedure or bidding for the same item when the selection procedure requires bids to be submitted per items. 



The public ceremony begins when the selection committee starts calling participants to submit their bids following the order in which they registered to participate in the procedure.  If a participant is not present at the time of being called, it will be understood that the participant has declined to continue participating. 

When opening the envelopes containing the bids, the selection committee shall announce the name of each participant and the corresponding financial bid. The committee will also verify the bidder’s compliance with submitting the documents required in the specific section of the tender documents, pursuant article 53 of the Regulation. If the bid does comply with the requirements, the bid is considered not accepted. This information is then recorded in the minutes, with which the public ceremony concludes.

If the selection committee does not accept a bid, the bidder may request that such circumstance be recorded in the minutes, and the notary or justice of the peace shall keep the bid in custody until the awarding of the contract, unless the bidder requests that it be returned to him during the ceremony of bid presentations or on a later date. 

After the opening of all the envelopes containing the bids, the notary or justice of the peace will proceed to stamp and sign each sheet of the bid documents.  

When the public ceremony concludes, minutes shall be drafted and signed by the notary or justice of the peace, the members of the selection committee, the observer and the bidders willing to do so.

In accordance with the provisions of article 53 of the Regulation, a representative of Sistema Nacional de Control (National Control System) may be present and participate as observer in the public ceremony, in which case he shall sign the respective minutes.  

1.10. EVALUATION OF BIDS

Prior to the evaluation, the selection committee determines if the bids comply with the characteristics and/or functional requirements and conditions of the technical specifications set forth in the specific section of the tender documents. Failure to comply with such requirements implies that the bid is considered not submitted.

The purpose of evaluating the bids that comply with the requirements referred to in the previous paragraph is to determine which bid gets the best score and the ranking of the bids, in accordance with the factors and the evaluation procedure set forth for this purpose in the section specific of the tender documents.       
The selection committee may reject a bid when the price offered is lower than the reference value and when, as a result of the review of the bid elements, the selection committee may provide objective reasons indicating a probable breach by the bidder, in accordance with the provisions of article 47 of the Regulations.

In such cases, the selection committee must request the bidder to provide a detailed description of all the elements that constitute the bid, as well as to provide additional information that is relevant to determine whether the bid should be rejected or not, giving the bidder a minimum period of two (2) business days to do so after being notified. The decision of the selection committee shall be duly supported. 

The bids are evaluated assigning them a maximum score of one hundred (100) points, taking into account the weights established in paragraph 2.3 of Chapter II and in Chapter IV of the specific section of the tender documents. 

The following aspects are taken into account to determine which bid gets the highest score:

a) When the price is the unique evaluation factor, the maximum score is assigned to the bid with the lowest price and the other bids are assigned scores inversely proportional to their prices, according to the following formula:

Pi = 	Om x PMP

Where: 
i	= 	Bid.
Pi	= 	Score of the bid to evaluate.
Oi	= 	Price i.
Om	= 	Bid with the lowest price.
PMP	= 	Maximum score of the price.

b) When there are other evaluation factors besides the price, the bid with the best score according to the criteria and evaluation procedures set forth in the specific section of the tender documents.

In the event of a tie between two (2) or more bids, the tie is resolved through a drawing of lots. The application of this tie-break criterion requires the participation of a notary public or justice of the peace and the appropriate summons to the bidders that have tied. A representative of the National Control System may participate as observer.   


1.11. BID QUALIFICATION

After the evaluation of bids has concluded, the selection committee must determine whether the bids that ranked first place and second place meet the qualification requirements set forth in the specific section of the tender documents. The offer of the bidder that does not meet the qualification requirements shall be disqualified. If one or both of them do not meet the requirements, the selection committee must verify the qualification requirements of the other bidders accepted as participants in the process according to the scores obtained by their bids so that there will be two qualified bids as a result of the selection process. 


1.12. CORRECTION OF BID ERRORS

The correction of bid errors is subject to the provisions set out in article 39 of the Regulation.

When correction is required, the bid continues to be valid for all purposes provided that the remedy is effective within the given time limit, which may not exceed three (3) business days counted as from the day after the Entity notified the bidder. The presentation of the corrections shall be carried out through the Entity’s Correspondence Unit (Unidad de Tramite Documentario). 


The bid errors shall be remedied by the bidder himself, his legal representative, or accredited proxy.    

	Important

	In accordance with Communiqué N° 012-2017-OSCE, the Entity may request the correction of bids electronically  sending  an e-mail to the e-mail address registered by the provider for its registration in the RNP; without prejudice that the bidder may make the required correction through Unidad de Trámite Documentario of the Entity.

The correction request is understood to have been notified on the day the email was sent. In that sense, it is the responsibility of the provider to check notifications to his email permanently.



1.13. CONTRACT AWARDING

After evaluating the bids, the selection committee will award the contract to the winning bid on the date specified in the schedule of the tender documents publishing this information on the SEACE.

In the event of bids exceeding the reference value of the goods, in order that the financial bid is deemed valid by the selection committee, the bidder must have the certification of the corresponding budgetary credit and the approval of the Head of the Entity, within a period which may not exceed five (5) working days counted as from the date established for awarding the contract in the tender schedule, unless the bidder accepts to reduce its financial bid[footnoteRef:1]. [1:    In accordance with Opinion N°  206-2017/DTN:

"It should be pointed out that in selection procedures whose purpose is the procurement of goods, services in general, and works, in which the body in charge of such procedure has already learned the amounts offered by the bidders in the stage of bid evaluation, the procedure envisaged in article 54 of the Regulation –this being always referred to the case in which the economic offer exceeds the referential value of the tender– does not apply to all the offers that exceed the reference value, but to the one that, exceeding the reference value, has obtained the highest total score, a situation that is known prior to the awarding of the contract and provided that the offer has qualified”. 
] 


If the conditions provided in the previous paragraph are not met, the offer is rejected.

The awarding of the contract in a private ceremony is published and understood as notified to bidders through the SEACE on the same day when the contract is awarded. The information must include the minutes of contract awarding and a comparative table with the evaluation results and scores, including precise and sufficient information supporting the non-admission or disqualification of bid offers[footnoteRef:2].  [2:    In accordance with Resolution N° 0091-2018-TCE-S3 of the Public Procurement Tribunal:

“... public administration must exercise the power that has been granted to it, respecting the right of bidders to have full access to information regarding the selection procedure, for which it is imperative to state the reasons or objective justifications that led it to adopt a specific decision, so that participants may have access and/or know directly the precise and sufficient information that supports the non-admission or disqualification of their offers within the framework of a selection procedure”.
] 



1.14. APPROVAL OF THE AWARD

When two (2) or more bids have been submitted, the approval or consent to the award of the contract takes place eight (8) business days after the award is notified to bidders through the SEACE and no appeal is filed.

If only one bid has been submitted, the approval of the award shall take place on the same date of notice of awarding.   

The approval of the award is published through SEACE on the next business day of the awarding of the contract.

	Important   

	Once the winning bid has been approved, the Entity immediately verifies the offer presented by the winning bidder. In case of finding inaccuracy or falseness in the declarations, information, or documentation presented, the Entity declares the nullity of the tender or contract awarding, as applicable, in accordance with the provisions of the Law and the Regulation. Additionally, the Entity informs the Public Procurement Tribunal so that it initiates the sanctioning administrative procedure and the Public Prosecutor's Office to file the corresponding legal  action.







	
CHAPTER II
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES DURING THE SELECTION PROCEDURE






2.1. APPEALS

Appeals are used to challenge the decisions taken during the development of the selection procedure until before the signing of the contract.

Appeals are filed with and resolved by the Public Procurement Tribunal (Tribunal de Contrataciones del Estado).  

Any decision issued by the Head of the Entity declaring the nullity (ex officio) or other decisions affecting the continuity of the selections procedure may be challenged before the Public Procurement Tribunal.


	Important

	· Once the contract has been awarded, the selection committee is obliged to allow participants and bidders access to the contract file –except for information that is classified, confidential, or reserved by the regulations– no later than the day after such access has been requested in writing.

· The appeal is submitted to the Tribunal's Reception Desk or to the decentralized offices of the OSCE.

· In accordance with Communiqué N° 014-2017-OSCE, once the appeal is admitted, the appeal and its appendices are notified through its publication in the SEACE.





2.2. DEADLINES FOR FILING APPEALS 

Appeals against the awarding of the contract or against decisions taken before the contract is awarded should be filed within eight (8) business days following the awarding of the contract.

Any appeal against decisions taken after the awarding of the contract, or against the declaration of invalidity, cancellation, and declaring the award of the contract void should be filed within eight (8) business days after learning of the decision to be appealed.  




	
CHAPTER III
CONTRACT






3.1. SIGNING OF THE CONTRACT

Within eight (8) business days following the registration of the approval of the contract award at the SEACE or that it is administratively effective, the winning bidder must present all of the requirements for signing the contract. The Entity must sign the contract within a period which may not exceed three (3) business days after the documents have been submitted, or grant the bidder additional time to remedy the requirements, which may not exceed five (5) business days counted from the day following the Entity’s notification. The parties shall sign the contract the day after the presentation of the correction of bid errors. 

In order to sign the contract, the winning bidder shall submit the documents specified in article 117 of the Regulations as well as the ones established in the specific section of the tender documents.


3.2. EFFECTIVE TERM OF THE CONTRACT

Pursuant to Article 120 of the Regulations, the contract is effective as from the day after the contract is signed, from the date established in the contract or from the date in which the conditions established in the contract are met, as applicable.  


3.3. BONDS

Bidders and/or contractors, as appropriate, shall submit a performance bond and bonds for advanced payments as guarantees.


3.3.1. PERFORMANCE BOND

As a requirement in order to sign the contract, the winning bidder shall provide the Entity a performance bond for a sum equivalent to ten percent (10%) of the original contract amount. This performance bond shall be effective until the corresponding approval of the goods delivered by the contractor is issued.


3.3.2. PERFORMANCE BOND FOR ADDITIONAL SERVICES 

If the contract involves the execution of ancillary services, such as maintenance, repair or other related activities, an additional guarantee shall be granted in such respect which shall be renewed periodically until the secured obligations have been completely performed. The submission of this bond is obligatory and may not be omitted in any case.


	Important

	In contracts resulting from selection procedures per items, when the contract amount for the item or the contract amount for the various items to be procured is equal to or less than a hundred thousand soles (S/. 100,000), the bidder or contractor is not required to provide a performance bond or a performance bond for additional services, in accordance with the provisions of paragraph 1 of article 128 of the Regulation. 






3.3.3. GUARANTEE FOR ADVANCES

If advances to the contractor have been provided for in the specific section of the tender documents, the contractor shall provide a guarantee for the identical amount of the advance, pursuant to article 129 of the Regulations. There is no exemption to the presentation of this guarantee in any case whatsoever.


3.4. REQUIREMENTS OF THE BONDS

The bonds to be provided shall be unconditional, joint, irrevocable, and automatically enforceable in the country at the sole request of the Entity. They must be issued by a company authorized by and subject to the scope of the Superintendence of Banks, Insurance Companies and Administrators of Private Pension Funds (Superintendencia de Banca, Seguros y Administradoras Privadas de Fondos de Pensiones) and have to be authorized to issue bonds, or be included in the most recent list of first class foreign banks published periodically by Banco Central de Reserva del Perú. 


	Important

	The Entity is responsible for verifying that the bonds submitted by the winning bidder and/or the contractor meet the requirements and conditions to accept them and eventually enforce them, without prejudice of determining the functional liabilities that may apply. 





	Warning

	Entity officials shall not accept guarantees issued under conditions other than those established in this section.

The authenticity of the guarantee will be verified through the mechanisms established by the issuing company (online web queries, telephone, or other mechanisms).





3.5. ENFORCEMENT OF SECURITIES

The Entity may request the enforcement of the securities pursuant to the provisions established in article 131 of the Regulation.


3.6. ADVANCES

The Entity may give the contractor direct advances, which in no case shall exceed altogether thirty percent (30%) of the original contract amount, provided that this has been provided for in the specific section of the tender documents.


3.7. PENALTIES 

3.7.1. PENALTY FOR DELAY IN THE EXECUTION OF THE CONTRACT

In case the contractor would incur in any unjustified delay in the supply of the goods required, the Entity will automatically apply a penalty for each day of delay, in accordance with article 133 of the Regulations.

3.7.2. OTHER PENALTIES

The Entity may establish penalties other than the ones mentioned in the preceding paragraph, provided that these penalties are objective, reasonable, proportional, and in line with the purpose of the contract. For these purposes, the cases of application of the penalty, the way of calculating the penalty in each case, and the procedure whereby a breach deserving a penalty is verified shall be included in the specific section of the tender documents. 

These two types of penalties are calculated independently and may each reach a maximum amount equivalent to ten percent (10%) of the amount of the current contract, or where applicable, of the item that should have been provided. 


3.8. BREACH OF CONTRACT

The grounds for contract termination shall be applied in accordance with article 36 of the Act and  article 135 of the Regulations.


3.9. PAYMENTS

The payment will be made once the relevant goods or services have been delivered, although partial payments on account of the total payment may be considered if such provision has been included in the specific section of the tender documents or in the contract. 

The Entity must pay the goods provided by the contractor within fifteen (15) calendar days following the conformity of goods, provided that the conditions laid down in the contract for this purpose have been complied with. The Entity will express its conformity within a maximum of ten (10) days after the goods have been received.

If the contract has been signed by a consortium, the payment shall be made as indicated in the consortium agreement.

	Warning               

	In case the Entity should incur in delays in the partial payments on account of the total or in the final payment, except if the delay is due to acts of God or force majeure, the contractor shall be entitled to the payment of the corresponding legal interests, as established in article 39 of the Act and article 149 of the Regulation, those responsible for the unjustified delay being accountable for this. 




3.10. FINAL PROVISIONS

Any other aspects of this procedure not considered in the tender documents shall be governed in addition by the Public Procurement Act and its Regulations, as well as by the applicable legal provisions in force.

1.2. PURPOSE OF THE TENDER 

The purpose of this selection procedure is the PROCUREMENT OF ALPACA (SILVER NICKEL) COIN BLANKS for S/ 0.50 coins.

1.3. REFERENCE VALUE[footnoteRef:3]  [3:  	The reference value indicated in this section of the tender documents shall not differ from the amount of the reference value indicated in the respective SEACE procurement file. However, in case of a difference between these two amounts, the amount of the reference value indicated in the approved tender documents will prevail.
	] 


The reference value is US$ 4’614,685.00 (four million six hundred fourteen thousand, six hundred and eighty-five US dollars), including legal taxes and any other items affecting the total cost of the goods. The reference value was calculated in December 2018.  
 
1.4. PROCUREMENT FILE

The procurement file was approved by the Manager of Procurement and Services through  Memorandum N° 0238-2018-ADM000-N, dated December 11, 2018.

1.5. FUNDING SOURCE

Own resources.

1.6. PROCUREMENT SYSTEM

This procedure is carried out on a lump sum basis, as established in the respective procurement file.

1.7. SCOPE OF THE REQUIREMENT

The scope of this procedure is defined in Chapter III of this section of the tender documents.

1.8. DELIVERY DEADLINE

The coin blanks shall be delivered in the port of Callao, Lima, Peru, if the prices are quoted CIF (Cost, Insurance, Freight). The prices may also be quoted to include delivering the coin blanks to a facility designated by BCRP, located in the Constitutional Province of Callao or in the Province of Lima (to be determined by BCRP).

If the payment is made through a letter of credit, the cost of the letter of credit shall be borne by the contractor.

The final prices per ton of coin blanks to be paid to the contractor for the first three deliveries of goods; that is, until the first 225.9 tons of blanks have been delivered to BCRP, shall be based on the LME (London Metal Exchange) cash seller & settlement prices of the raw material of the alpaca coin blanks corresponding to the tenth business day after the signing of the contract, plus any transformation and other costs included in the financial bid (Appendix 5-A or 5-B, as appropriate).  

As from the fourth delivery, that is, after the first 225.9 tons of coin blanks have been delivered to BCRP, the price will be determined using the LME (London Metal Exchange) cash seller & settlement prices of the raw material of the coin blanks corresponding to the 285th calendar day after the signing of the contract, plus any transformation costs and other costs included in the economic bid (Appendix 5-A or 5-B, as appropriate). 3.1.3.2  The contractor is free to decide which is the safest method for packaging and dispatching the bagged coin blanks that will be used to protect them from humidity, corrosion, and from deterioration due to handling and shipping. The packaging unit should have a maximum gross weight of 800 kg.  Each packaging unit must be piled up in pairs over wooden platforms and be secured with metal straps (a design of a wooden pallet is attached in figure 1). 

3.1.3.3	Each packaging unit shall be marked with a keyword identifying the blanks being shipped. BCRP will provide the keyword to the contractor on a timely basis.


The coin blanks must be properly packed. The bags containing the blanks must be hermetically vacuum-sealed or with an inert gas (e.g. nitrogen) and shall also include humidity absorbing material on the inside (silica gel or other similar material), as well as a detailed list of the content (number of pieces equivalent to the total weight and net weight).  The cable ties used should bear the contractor’s acronym.

The contents of each lot of coin blanks shall be detailed in a list indicating the identification number of each drum, the gross weight, the net weight, the tare weight of each drum, the tare weight of each pallet, and other materials.   
3.1.4. SECURITY DURING SHIPPING AND TRANSPORTATION

3.1.4.1.	The coin blanks shall be shipped on a port-to-port basis through regular shipping lines.  The doors of the containers shall be locked with high security padlocks and have coded cable ties.
	
Each container must be filled with drums in a single level.

3.1.4.2. 	The vehicles used for local transportation shall be in good contitions and shall include chain binders for the containers.

If the prices of the blanks are quoted CIF, BCRP will be responsible for local transportation.  
3.1.5. DELIVERY SCHEDULE

The coin blanks will be delivered to BCRP in the Port of Callao, Lima-Peru, if the prices are quoted CIF (Cost, Insurance, Freight). 3.1.6. WARNINGS TO THE CONTRACTOR

3.1.6.1. The Contractor must deliver one thousand (1,000) samples of the coin blanks to CNM of BCRP (Jirón Junín 791, Lima – Peru) for the corresponding approval of the items four (4) months before the date established for the first delivery. In the samples, the contractor shall submit alternative measures of the curve radius that shape the half rim edge of the coin blanks (see figure 2 for the design of the edge).
3.1.6.2. Any objections that BCRP may have regarding the samples, which shall be communicated to the contractor within a period of 9 (nine) calendar days after the samples have been received, must be corrected by the contractor in the industrial production of the coin blanks. The manufacturing of the coin blanks may only begin after the contractor has received the written approval of BCRP to start production. 
3.1.6.3. Without prejudice of the BCRP approval of the samples, the contractor is responsible for verifying that the samples conform to the technical specifications until the production process starts and shall inform without delay to BCRP of any errors, defects, or discrepancies so that BCRP may consider making changes if necessary. 
	
3.1.6.4. If the contractor does not comply with the delivery deadlines set out in paragraph section 3.1.5 of the Technical Specifications and Minimum Technical Requirements or when the goods delivered are rejected due to quality defects, and this implies the accumulation of the delivery of two or more lots, the timeframe for the BCRP to express its conformity in accordance with the provisions of article 143 of the regulations of the Public Procurement Act will be independent for each lot and followed successively in the order in which they have been programmed. BCRP will not be responsible for any delay in compliance that is not attributable to it.
3.1.6.5. The contractor is obliged to replace, with no cost for the BCRP, any missing or defective coin blanks that affect the standard quality of the coins. If BCRP detects any blanks with manufacturing defects (blanks which do not meet the technical specifications established in paragraph 3.1.1, Characteristics of the coin blanks) or any missing blanks, within a period of thirty (30) months after the delivery of the coin blanks has been completed, BCRP will communicate this to the contractor in order that the defective or missing blanks are replaced with no cost for BCRP.
3.1.6.6. It is worth pointing out that that defects in the coin blanks caused by problems inherent to the minting process at Casa Nacional de Moneda will not be attributable to the contractor.
3.1.6.7. At the request of BCRP, within a period of 10 days after such request, the contractor will submit a report on the progress made in the production processes and of the level of inventory in progress and finished coin blanks. 
3.1.6.8. BCRP considers that according to the delivery schedule, customs clearance and local transportation for 32 containers with a net weight of approximately 18.75 tons per container will be required.

CLAUSE SEVEN: GUARANTEES
Upon signing the contract, the Contractor delivered the relevant joint, irrevocable, and unconditional bond, automatically enforceable at the Entity’s sole request, in favor of the Entity to guarantee the following items, amounts, and effective terms:

CLAUSE NINE: ENFORCEMENT OF GUARANTEES IF THE CONTRACTOR FAILS TO RENEW AND EXTEND THEM
If the Contractor fails to renew and extend the guarantee before its expiration date, the Entity is entitled to enforce it,  pursuant to the provisions of article 131 of the Regulations of the Public Procurement Act.

CLAUSE TEN: DIRECT ADVANCE    
The Entity may give the contractor a direct advance of 30% of the original contract amount.

The contractor must request the advance within 30 calendar days after signing the first additional clause for price adjustment, attaching to its request the letter of guarantee for advances as well as the respective proof of payment. Any request submitted after this period of time shall not be considered. 

The Entity shall give the contractor the amount requested as advance within fifteen (15) calendar days after the contractor has submitted its request. 

CLAUSE ELEVEN: ACCEPTANCE AND APPROVAL OF THE GOODS DELIVERED
The conformity and acceptance of the goods delivered by the contractor is governed by the provisions of article 143 of the Regulations of the Public Procurement Act.  The conformity with the goods shall be expressed by the CNM’s Departamento de Almacén y Servicio and their approval shall be expressed by the Deputy Manager of Casa Nacional de Moneda.

If there are any objections, the Entity must inform the contractor, indicating clearly the reason thereof. The contractor will be given a period of time of not less than two (2) days nor longer than ten (10) calendar days to solve such objections depending on the complexity of the correction to be made. If despite the period of time granted for this purpose, the contractor failed to make the corrections required to solve the objections, the Entity may terminate the contract, without prejudice of applying the appropriate penalties, as from the deadline established to remedy the objections.

This procedure shall not be applicable when it is clear that the goods fail to meet the characteristics and conditions offered, in which case the Entity shall refuse to accept the goods or express its conformity with the goods, as applicable, in which case the delivery of these goods shall be considered as not carried out and the appropriate penalties will be applied.   

CLAUSE  TWELVE: AFFIDAVIT OF THE CONTRACTOR
The contractor declares under oath that it undertakes to perform the obligations derived from this contract, under penalty of being declared not eligible to contract with the State in case of non-compliance with this contract.

CLAUSE  THIRTEEN: LIABILITY FOR HIDDEN DEFECTS
The Entity’s acceptance and approval of the goods delivered by the contractor does not impair the Entity’s right to file any subsequent claims due to any hidden defects or faults, as provided for by article 40 of the Public Procurement Act and article 146 of its Regulations. 

The contractor shall be liable for the goods delivered for a maximum period of one (1) year after the entity’s acceptance of each delivery.
